Hundred Sixty-Six Thousand, Eight Hundred Ninety-One and 62/100 Dollars ($266,891.62), plus 21 

applicable taxes and fees.   22 

Section 2. Funds for this purchase are allocated in the Fleet Operating Fund, Account No. 600013-23
