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SYNOPSIS As a regulatory requirement, a public hearing must be 

conducted regarding proposed amendments to the 
Consolidated Plan, Action Plan, and sources and uses of 
2017 CDBG funding, according to the U.S. Department of 
Housing and Urban Development. 
 

FISCAL IMPACT The City will include code enforcement as an activity in 
the 2016-2020 Consolidated Plan and 2017 Action Plan. A 
re-allocation of CDBG Funds from previous allocation of 
$130,875 will increase the 2017 funding to $1,379,808. 
These funds will be allocation to code enforcement 
$100,000 and $30,875 increase to owner-occupied 
rehabilitation.
