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TRANSPORTATION ALTERNATIVES PROGRAM (TAP)
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PROGRAM APPLICATION -- FFY 2018
The Transportation Alternatives Program provides funding for programs and projects defined as transportation alternatives.  Along with projects aimed at constructing pedestrian and other non-driver infrastructure, funding is also available for non-infrastructure programs to assist in encouraging the safe use of alternative transportation facilities.  Examples include promotional educational material, bicycle/pedestrian school curriculums, bicycle/pedestrian training and education, crossing guard programs, and walking school buses.
Agencies of city, county, state, or federal government and duly incorporated private/non-profit agencies, who partner with local public agencies (LPAs), can apply for these funds if access to the project by the general public is provided throughout the life of the project.
A local sponsor must provide at least 20% of the eligible program costs.  Federal funds from other sources cannot be used to match these funds.  This is a reimbursable program, which means once the sponsor receives an official Notice to Proceed from the Arkansas Department of Transportation  (ARDOT), up to 80% of the costs directly attributable to the project may be reimbursed.  The local sponsor is responsible for maintaining records and proving that expenses are legitimate and directly related to the project.  This may be in the form of receipts, time sheets, etc.
**Please Note: A resolution from the Applicant's governing body is required to be submitted with the application.  A draft resolution should have been downloaded with this application.
