FISCAL IMPACT Extension of the contract with two (2) non-profit 
organizations to Provide Positive Prevention Programs and 
the seven (7) non-profit organizations to provide Youth 
Intervention Programs is up to $37,500.  Extension of the 
separate contract with two (2) non-profit organizations to 
provide Re-Entry Services is up to $30,000.  Funds for these 
programs will be from the 2018 PIT Allocation, and the 
account numbers will be set up when the 2018 Budget is 
approved.
