BACKGROUND

Authorize the City Manager to execute a contract with
Century 21 United for Real Estate Services to market and
sell properties developed/acquired by the Community
Development Division and Land Bank in the City of Little
Rock.

(NSP2), Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
and HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) Funds from
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD).
