applicable taxes and fees, to be used by the Parks & Recreation Department. 24

S60C346, and Parks & Recreation, Account No. 108459-72300-S45C463.   26

word of this resolution is declared or adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional, such declaration or 28 

adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of the resolution which shall remain in full force and 29 
effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged invalid or unconstitutional were not originally a part of the 30 

resolution.
