BACKGROUND

The owner of the 1.34-acre property, located at 18625 Kanis
Road, is requesting that the property be reclassified from R-2,
Single-Family District, to O-1, Quiet Office District.

Staff recommends approval of the O-1 Rezoning. The
Planning Commission recommended approval by a vote of 9
ayes, 0 nays and 2 absent.

The property owner requests to rezone the 1.34-acre property
located at 18625 Kanis Road from R-2, Single-Family District,
to O-1, Quiet Office District, to allow for future office
development of the property.

The property is located on the south side of Kanis Road, at the
intersection of Kanis Road and Denny Road. The property is
mostly tree-covered, and there is an old single-family
residential structure located near the center of the property.

The City’s Future Land Use Plan designates this property as
Suburban Office (SO), and the requested O-1 zoning does not
require an amendment to the Future Land Use Plan.

The Planning Commission reviewed this request at their
February 8, 2024, meeting, and there were no objectors
present.
