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SYNOPSIS In an effort by the Land Bank to maximize the City’s 

revitalization efforts, staff would like to transfer the 6,850 

square-foot lot located at 3517 West 11th Street and the 

12,194 square-foot lot located at 1812 Pinewood Drive, 

Little Rock, Arkansas, to Habitat for Humanity.   

 

FISCAL IMPACT The appraised value of the property located at 3517 West 

11th Street is $5,000.00, and the appraised value of the 

property located at 1812 Pinewood Drive is $8,000.00; the 

2022 Taxes on both properties are current.   

 

RECOMMENDATION Approval of the resolution.  The Land Bank Commission 

voted to approve the donation by a vote of 5 ayes, 0 nays, 3 

absent, 1 abstention and 2 open positions.
