WHEREAS, consistent with the City’s Citizen Participant Plan, the Consolidated Planning 9 

Committee has recommended the amended sources and uses of the 2021 HUD CDBG Entitlement Funds 10 

which are anticipated to total One Million, Five Hundred Fifty-Three Thousand, Six Hundred Twenty-11 

Two Dollars (1,553,622.00), along with Forty Thousand Dollars ($40,000.00) reallocated funds for a total 12 

anticipated amount of One Million, Five Hundred Ninety-Three Thousand, Six Hundred Twenty-Two 13 

Dollars ($1,593,622.00); and, 14 

WHEREAS, a virtual meeting have been conducted in order to assure the maximum citizen input 15 

possible.
