Two (2) residential structures are in a severely
dilapidated, deteriorated and/or burned condition causing
a negative environmental impact on the residential
neighborhoods in which they are located.

The estimated cost to demolish and remove these two (2)
structures is $17,000.00, and will be charged to the
Demolition Account, Account No. 108359.
