The boundaries 
of the Temporary Entertainment District start by North 
Monroe Street and goes east to Walnut Street.  It also 
includes Beechwood Street, between Kavanaugh Boulevard 
and Woodlawn Drive, and North Palm Street, between 
Beechwood Street and F Street.   
 
This application sets the time frame for the Temporary 
Entertainment District to start August 5, 2021, and end on 
October 7, 2021.   The dates and times are August 5, 2021, 
from 4:00 PM – 9:00 PM; September 2, 2021, from 4:00 PM
