A resolution to authorize the City Manager to execute a
contract with Carelink to provide Meals on Wheels to the
elderly in the amount of $55,785.00. These vendors will
service low-income individual residing in the City of Little
Rock.

Funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development.

In September, the Board of Directors approved Resolution
No. 14,420 approving sources and uses of 2017 CDBG,
HOME and HOPWA Funds. The uses of the 2017
