Funds from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development.

Approval of the resolution.

In September, the Board of Directors approved Resolution
No. 14,420 approving sources and uses of 2017 CDBG,
HOME and HOPWA Funds. The uses of the 2017
Community Development Block Grant Funds included an
allocation for CHI St. Vincent Infirmary, Carelink,
Mainstream Independent Living Services and Community
Programs. Consistent with the City’s adopted Citizen
Participation Plan, the Consolidated Planning Committee
recommended the sources and uses of the City’s 2017
Community Development Block Grant Entitlement Funds.
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
