A RESOLUTION TO SET SEPTEMBER 6, 2022, AS THE DATE FOR A
PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING PROPOSED EXPENDITURES FROM
THE EDWARD BYRNE JUSTICE ASSISTANCE (JAG) GRANT; AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City Clerk has been provided notification that the Little Rock Police Department
(LRPD) is eligible to apply for the funds from the Fiscal Year 2022 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice
Assistance Grant Program; and,

Section 1. The hearing on the approval and execution of the JAG 22 Grant Application and
Memorandum of Understanding with Pulaski County shall be held at a meeting of the Board of Directors
that will start at 6:00 PM on the 6" day of September 2022, at The Centre at University Park, 6401 West
12™ Street, Little Rock, Arkansas.

Section 2. The City Clerk is hereby directed to give notice of such hearing in the manner prescribed
by law by publication once a week for two (2) consecutive weeks in a newspaper published in Pulaski

County, Arkansas, and having a general circulation in the City of Little Rock, Arkansas.
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Section 3. Severability. In the event any title, section, paragraph, item, sentence, clause, phrase, or
word of this resolution is declared or adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional, such declaration or
adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of the resolution which shall remain in full force and
effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged invalid or unconstitutional were not originally a part of the
resolution.

Section 4. Repealer. All laws, ordinances, resolutions, or parts of the same, that are inconsistent with
the provisions of this resolution, are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
