FISCAL IMPACT The total cost for this contract, which will expire on or 
before December 31, 2026, is not to exceed $3,397,042.00, 
plus applicable taxes and fees.  Funding for this contract is 
available through the American Rescue Plan Act. 
 

RECOMMENDATION Approval of the resolution.  
 

BACKGROUND The current network infrastructure is fifteen (15) years old 
and will not allow the inclusion of advanced cyber security 
technology without an upgrade.  The upgrade will allow 
Information Technology Staff to add advanced Cyber 
Security attributes which will assist in the protection of 
confidential data, provide remote user ease of access, 
utilization of monitoring tools for quick identification of 
cyber threats, multifactor authentication and other 
technology needed to protect the City and its users.  The 
contract will be awarded to Presidio Networked Solutions 
under State Contract No. 4600048977 SP-20-0051. 
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
