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NARRATIVE

 OFFICERS RESPONDED TO AN ASSIST MEDICAL CALL AT 3000 WEST 12TH STREET. UPON ARRIVAL, OFFICERS
MADE CONTACT WITH A B/M SUBJECT IDENTIFIED AS ANTHONY JACKSON. JACKSON ADVISED THAT HE HAD BEEN
JUMPED BY MULTIPLE B/M SUBJECTS WHO WERE OCCUPYING A WHITE VEHICLE.

OFFICERS OBSERVED A SMALL RAISED AREA AND LACERATION TO JACKSON'S LEFT FRONTAL ORBITAL AREA.
WHILE GATHERING FURTHER INFORMATION, OFFICERS ADVISED MEMS TO RESPOND TO THE SCENE.

JACKSON STATED THAT THE SUBJECTS WERE ARMED WITH HANDGUNS BUT WAS UNABLE TO PROVIDE ANY
FURTHER DESCRIPTIONS DUE TO BEING STRUCK IN THE HEAD WITH THE FIREARM. OFFICERS THEN MADE
CONTACT WITH THE CALLER, IDENTIFIED AS RICKY WALTERS. WALTERS ADVISED THAT HE DID NOT WITNESS THE
ROBBERY BUT OBSERVED A WHITE JEEP CHEROKEE LEAVING THE AREA AT A HIGH RATE OF SPEED IN AN
UNKNOWN DIRECTION JUST BEFORE HE LOCATED JACKSON.

OFFICERS BROADCASTED THE SUSPECT AND VEHICLE INFORMATION TO DISPATCH AND OTHER UNITS. MEMS
ARRIVED ON SCENE AND TRANSPORTED JACKSON TO UAMS FOR TREATMENT OF HIS INJURIES. MVR/BWC WERE
IN USE.
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
