 OFFICERS RESPONDED TO 10800 COLONEL GLENN ROAD (LUMBER 1) IN REFERENCE TO A BATTERY INCIDENT.
WHILE IN ROUTE, COMMUNICATIONS ADVISED THE SUSPECT FLED THE BUSINESS WESTBOUND ON COLONEL
GLENN ROAD WEARING A WHITE SHIRT AND BLUE JEANS. PRIOR TO MAKING CONTACT WITH LUMBER 1, I
SEARCHED THE AREA OF 10924 COLONEL GLENN ROAD AND OBSERVED A WHITE MALE WEARING CLOTHING
FITTING THE GIVEN DESCRIPTION. WHILE ON THE POPEYE'S PARKING LOT, I OBSERVED THE MALE HASTILY
RIDING A BLUE BICYCLE TOWARD THE WEST SIDE OF WENDY'S RESTAURANT. I RESPONDED TO WENDY'S WHERE I
OBSERVED BICYCLE STREWN IN THE MIDDLE OF THE PARKING LOT, BLOCKING TRAFFIC. I RESPONDED INSIDE
THE BUSINESS AND WAS ALERTED BY PATRONS THAT THE MALE WENT TOWARD THE RESTROOM. THE MALE
ENTERED THE RESTROOM AND LOCKED THE DOOR. AN EMPLOYEE OF WENDY'S HELPED UNLOCK THE DOOR
WHERE THE MALE WAS ARRESTED, HANDCUFFED (DOUBLE LOCKED), ESCORTED FROM THE BUSINESS TO THE
PATROL VEHICLE, SEARCHED FOR OFFICER SAFETY, AND DETAINED IN THE PATROL VEHICLE. THE MALE
IDENTIFIED HIMSELF AS AIDAN BEESON. HE WAS WEARING BROWN SHOES, A WHITE SHIRT, BLUE JEANS, AND
WHITE AND BLUE BALL CAP. THE ARREST RECORD WAS UPLOADED TO KARPEL.

MR. BEESON WAS PROPERLY IDENTIFIED AND WAS TRANSPORTED BACK TO LUMBER 1. ASSET PROTECTION
MANAGER, MARCUS THOMAS, IDENTIFIED THE MALE VIA VIDEO FOOTAGE WEARING THE SAME CLOTHING WITH A
WHITE AND BLUE BALL CAP. ON VIDEO, MR. BEESON IS OBSERVED FIGHTING AND STRUGGLING WITH LUMBER 1
EMPLOYEE, KOLBY GATES. MR. BEESON IS OBSERVED PUSHING MR. GATES INTO A ITEM RACK. MR. GATES
ADVISED HIS BACK WAS SORE AS A RESULT OF THE INCIDENT. MR. GATES ADVISED HE DID NOT REQUIRE MEDICAL
ATTENTION. MR. GATES FURTHER ADVISED HE OBSERVED MR. BEESON SELECTING STORE ITEMS AND PLACING
THEM INSIDE A BLUE DUFFEL BAG AND WATCHED HIM ATTEMPT TO EXIT THE BUSINESS THROUGH THE GARDEN
DOOR, PASSING ALL POINTS OF SALE. MR. GATES ADVISED HE ASKED MR. BEESON TO GIVE BACK THE ITEMS BUT
HE REFUSED. VIDEO FOOTAGE SHOWS MR. GATES GRAB THE DUFFEL BAG PRIOR TO THE STRUGGLE. AFTER THE
STRUGGLE, MR. GATES WAS ABLE TO TAKE THE DUFFEL BAG AWAY FROM MR. BEESON AND MR. BEESON IS
OBSERVED RUNNING OUT OF THE BUSINESS. MAJOR CRIMES WAS NOTIFIED AND RESPONDED. MR. BEESON WAS
TRANSPORTED TO THE 12TH STREET SUBSTATION FOR A BRIEF DETECTIVE INTERVIEW. HE WAS SUBSEQUENTLY
CHARGED WITH ROBBERY AND THEFT OF PROPERTY. SERGEANT WALTON WAS ON SCENE. ALL STORE ITEMS
WERE RECOVERED.
