In 1994, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) issued new rules
consolidating the planning, application, reporting and citizen participation processesto the
Community Development Block Grants (CDBG) HOME Investment Partnershig (HOME) and
Housing Opportunity for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA) The new singleplanning process was
intended to more comprehensivelyfulfill three basic goals:to provide decenthousing, to provide a
suitable living environment and to expand economic opportunities. It was termed the Consolidated
Planfor Housing and Community Development.

According to HUD, the Consolidated Plan is designedto be a collaborative processwhereby a
community establishesa unified vision for housing and community development actions. It offers
entittement communities the opportunity to shape these housing and community development
programsinto effective, coordinated neighborhood and community development strategies. It also
allows for strategicplanning and citizen participation to occur in a comprehensivecontext, thereby
reducing duplication of effort.

Asthe lead agencyfor the ConsolidatedPlan,the City of Little Rockherebyfollows H U D yuddelines
for citizen and community involvement. Furthermore, it is responsible for overseeing citizen
participation requirementsthat accompanythe ConsolidatedPlan.

The City of Little Rock has prepared this Consolidated Plan to meet the guidelines as set forth by
HUD and is broken into five sections: The Process,Needs AssessmentMarket Analysis, Strategic
Plan, and Annual Action Plan.

During the planning processfor the 2021-2025 Consolidated Plan, the City of Little Rock consulted
with the community, city departments public and private organizations.

The City's Consolidated Planning Committee provides input on community needs, evaluates
proposalsfor funding, and reviews progressin meeting community goals. The membership of the
committee includes private citizens and representativesrom the public; private and nonprofit sector
that provide assistedhousing; health services; social and fair housing services, including those
focusing on servicesto children, elderly persons,personswith disabilities, personswith HIV/AIDS
and their families, and homelesspersons;public housing, and metropolitan planning agencies.

The City of Little Rock receivesinput from elected and appointed officials, city departmentsand
numerous organizations. This includes both public and private, non-profits, and public institutions
to coordinate community development and housing services. Through the Continuum of Care
process,the City maintains partnership with mental health providers, homelessshelter and service
providers, and other governmental agencieswith specific responsibilities for homelessindividuals
and families. Coordination between entities includes serving on committees, boards, on-going
communication, and strategicplanning.

The City of Little Rock is a member and lead agency for the Central ArkansasContinuum of Care
(CoC)which is known asthe Central ArkansasTeam Care for the Homeless(CATCH). The service
areaconsistsof four (4) counties. They are: Lonoke, Prairie, Pulaski,and Saline. CATCH was created
to promote a unified planning processamonghomelessprogram providersto collaborate on housing,
homelessness.and special needs population issues. There are ninety-one (91) membersto date
representing public agencies and non-profit organizations. They meet quarterly to ensure that
essential coordination occurs, and shared obstaclesare identified and considered. The Board of
Directors meetseight (8) times during the year.

The City servesasthe lead agencyand ensuresa fair application processfor notification of funding
availability; an objective review and rank of applications; and timely submission of Super NOFA
application for the Central Arkansascontinuum. City staffattendsmembershipmeetings,as well as
meetingsof the CATCH Boardto develop strategiesand identify resourcesavailable for various sub-
populations to addresstheir needs. Staffworks with CATCH to coordinate the Point-In Time Count
of individuals experiencinghomelesseachyearin late January.

Thesefunds come to the areathrough the Stateof
Arkansas. ArkansasDepartmentof Human Services(DHS)is the stategranteeof ESGfunds. With the
onsetof COVID-19, the City hasapplied and been awarded ESGand ESGCV.

Members of the Continuum of Care, along with representativesof the three (3) entitlement cities in
Pulaski County, attend and provide input at DHS workshops and public hearingson homelessness
strategiesand the annual plan for allocation of ESGfunds. Funding decisions by DHS take into
accountthe Continuum's operationsand priorities, with an emphasison how to realize the bestvalue
for the investment. The CoC and ESGgranteescoordinate to improve datacollection, as well asthe
training and implementation of its Coordinated Entry System.

Members of the Continuum of Care work with the local HUD and DHS offices to attend and
participate in agencymonitoring visits. The Continuum evaluatesthe Annual ProgressReportsfrom
funded agenciesand report on the accomplishments,annual goals,and anticipated outcomesbased
on agencyperformance. The City of Little Rock, which servesasthe Collaborative Applicant for the
Central ArkansasContinuum, applied for and was awarded a Planning Grant that supports a staff
position that sharesin the performanceand evaluation activities.

The following section will describe the socieeconomic and housing situation in Little Rock.

While the population in Little Rock hasexperienced a growth of over two percent since 2010, the
City has not seersignificant change inthe racial or ethnic makeup of the City The City is seeing an
aging population, however, with households over the age of 55 growing faster than any other age
group. Incomes are becoming more polarized as household incomes are growinat the top and the
bottom of the income range. Households earning more than $100,000 a year are growing as a
proportion of the population, while households in poverty have also grown.

These lowest income households are impacted with housing problems atsignificant rate, with over
guarters of verylow-income households experiencing cost burdens A significant proportion of the
overall population also experience housing problems, particularly cost burdensAn estimated31.5
percent of households experiacing cost burdens. Renter households are particularly impacted by
cost burdens, at a rate of 45.2 percent. In addition, African American and Hispanic households face
housing problems at a disproportionate rateverall.

The homeless population continuego need a variety of services, as the homeless population has
remained fairly steady since 2015, increasing from 830 in the Little Rock/Central Arkansas
Continuum of Care to 1,186 in 2020, according to Poinin-Time counts. In addition, there are a
variety of non-homeless special needs populations in the Cityincluding the elderly, youth, persons
with disabilities, and persons with HIV/AIDS.

The purpose of this section is to evaluate the current housing stock in the City of Little Rock to better
understand if it is meeting the needs of residents, as well as if it will continue to meet the needs of
future residents. The data presented in thisection again usesAmerican Community Survey ACS
data, as well as Comprehensive Housing Affordability Strategy (CHAS) data. This data is used in
conjunction with the Needs Assessment to provide a robust overview of the needs in Little Rock.

Between2010 and 2017, the number of housing units in Little Rockincreasedby 6.5 percent. The
housing market has seen steady reduction in housing production in more recent years, including
multifamily units. Meanwhile, housing costshave continued to rise. The proportion of vacantunits

hasincreasedsince 2010.

Does the availability of housing units meet the needsof the population?

As seenin the Needs Assessmensection, aswell asinformation gatheredfrom public input, current
housing does not meet the needs of the population. This is seen most marked in the rate of cost
burdensin the City. In 2017, an estimated31.5 percentof the population was costburdened. Renter
householdsare more likely to be impacted by costburdens, at 45.1 percent, and are therefore most
likely to not have housing units that meet their needs. The rate of housing cost burdens indicates
that while there may be a suitable number of units available in the community, they are not within
the price range of a large proportion of residents. A wider range of unit type and affordability is
needed to meet the housing needs of households with cost burdens in the City.

Describe the need for specific types of housing:

As seenin Table MA-10.7, the highest rated need is for supportive housing for people who are
experiencing homelessnessenergy efficiency improvements, and firsttime home-buyer assistance
This is followed by homeownership for racial and ethnic minority populations and homeowner
housing rehabilitation. In addition, as mentioned above, the rate of cost burdens continues to be an
issue formany households indicating a need for both homeowner and rental housing in the City.
Public input during the focus groups and public input meetings primarily suggested the need for
homeowner rehabilitation and more access to homeowner opportunities fdow-to-moderate income
households.

Discussion

The current housing stock may not be meeting the needs of the population in Little Rock, especially
those in lower income levels. The rate and type of market housing production, as described in the
following section, may not be meeting the needs of all income ranges in the City. Those households
in lower income levels are met with fewer choices that meet their needs.

The CensusBureau reports building permit authorizations and “per unity valuation of building
permits by city annually. Singlefamily construction usually representsmost residential development
in the city. Singlefamily building permit authorizations in Little Rock increased from 325
authorizationsin 2018 to 480 in 2019.

The real value of singlefamily building permits decreasedfrom 324,842 dollarsin 2018 to 265,234
dollarsin 2019.

The concentration of homeowner households are shown in Map MA-15.1. The highest rates of
homeownership were seenin northwestern Little Rock The lowest rates, were conversely,in and
around the city center. Renterhouseholdsare shownin Map MA-15.2. Renterhouseholdsare more
heavily concentratedin and around the central city.

Housing costs varied widely by location. The highest median home values are found in the
northwestern part of Little Rock, at values exceeding $313,200. Areas in central Little Rock saw
home values below $82,000. A similar pattern is seen with rental prices, ahis shown in Map MA-
15.4.

A majority of rents in the City were under $1,000, according to 2012017 ACS data. Rents over

Is there sufficient housing for householdsat all income levels?

As demonstratedby the housing needsand costburden sectionsin the Needs Assessmentthereis a
significant amount of the population that faces housing challenges. Low income households are
particularly prone to facing costburdens. This points to the fact that there are not sufficient housing
options for all households, especially those at lower income levels. Additionally, public input
comments indicated there is a significant need for affordable housing options for lower income
households.

How is affordability of housinglikely to changeconsidering changesto home valuesand/or
rents?

Little Rock saw a significant increasein housing prices in recent years. If trends continue, the area
will seeincreasingrent and home values.Home values, in particular, have continued to rise in the
Area. Thiswould lead to additional householdsfacing costburdens.

How do HOME rents / Fair Market Rent compare to Area Median Rent? How might this
impact your strategyto produce or preserveaffordable housing?

The Fair Market Rent (FMR)and HOME rents may not be sufficient to meet the housing needs of
householdsin Little Rock. This may be especiallytrue for larger families that require larger units.
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Discussion

The cost of housing in Little Rock continues to be out of reach for many low to moderateincome
households.This is reflectedin the proportion of lower income householdsfacing costburdensand
other housing problems. It is anticipated that housing costburdenswill continue to be a major factor
for many householdsin the areaand demonstrateghe need for additional affordablehhousing options

in Little Rock.

Introduction

The following section will describe the condition of housing in the City of Little Rock. Table 34
shows the condition of units according to 20132017 ACS data. According to this table, an estimated
23 percent of owneroccupied units have a slected condition and 45 percent of renter occupied
units have a selected condition.

Definitions

Substandardcondition is defined as a combination of incomplete kitchen or plumbing facilities,
missing windows or exterior doors, severely compromised foundations, outdated electrical
infrastructure, holes in floors or walls, and holes in roof or severelycompromised roofing materials
preventing closure from weather penetration. Many units with a combination that includes all these
conditions may be unfit for human occupation. Some may be candidatesfor rehabilitation, others
may not be. Substandardcondition suitable for rehabilitation would be units where the home is
determinedto be lessthan 60 percentdeterioratedor the costof the combination of neededrepairs
of all conditions doesnot exceedthe estimatedafterrehabilitation value of the house.

During this process MHA staff, Board
Chair and Development teamprovided encouragement and instructions for all residents to seek
election as a Resident Council officer, elected by the residents of their community. On Election Day,
August 8, 2018, enough votes were collected to incorporate a full council plus one repsentative
from each site location. We encourage the residents to meet monthly and to work closely with the
site managers and service coordinator, in order to provide input regarding their vision as to the
services that will assist them with improving theiquality of life and creating greater selufficiency.

By integrating the various partnerships and adding a calendar of events through the ConnectHome
initiative, we attempt to advance resident awareness opportunities, digital literacy and prepare them
for additional approaches to sustainability. Our residents have been very involved in the planning
process for our RAD and Choice Neighborhood implementation efforts which we encourage them

to continue participation every step of the way. The residents proded direct input in the process by
expressing their needs and desired improvements. Elements of these discussions are and shall
continue to be incorporated into the designs for the site improvements.

The 2021 Housing and Community Development Surveyfound that the top barriersto affordable
housing include the Not in My Back Yard (NIMBY) mentality, lack of property maintenance code
enforcement, lack of street lighting, and cost of materials. Interviews with the City Planning
Department indicated thatthe City does not have any policies in the zoning ordinance or regulations
in the Planning & Development Department to encourage the development of affordable housing
units.

African American and Hispanic households have moderate to high levels of
segregation, according to the Dissimilarity Index. American Indian, Native
Hawaiian, and fAothero race househol ¢
segregation. However, these racial groups represent a small percentage of

the population, less than one percent each.

Low poverty index is markedly lower for African American and Hispanic
populations than white low poverty access, indicating inequitable access to
low poverty areas. In addition, there are concentrations of poverty in central
Little Rock.

African American and Hispanic households have less access to labor market
engagement as indicated by the Access to Opportunity index. However, the
City has little control over impacting labor market engagement on a large
scale.

African American and Hispanic households have lower levels of access to
proficient schools in Little Rock. This also varied geographically with school
proficiency index ratings that were lower in central Little Rock.

Some 31.5 percent of households have cost burdens. This is more significant
for renter households, of which 45.2 percent have cost burdens. This signifies
a lack of housing options that are affordable to a large proportion of the
population.

The average rate of housing problems, according to CHAS data is 33.1
percent, according to CHAS data. African American households face housing
problems at a rate of 43.0 percent. Hispanic households face housing
problems at a rate of 43.5 percent.

The mortgage denial rates for African American and Hispanic applicants are
higher than the jurisdiction average according to 2008-2019 HMDA data. The
denial rates for African American applicants are 11.6 percentage points higher
than the jurisdiction average, and Hispanic denial rates were 8.3 percentage
points higher than non-Hispanic applicants.

The number of accessible affordable units may not meet the need of the
growing elderly and disabled population, particularly as the population
continues to age. Some 50.7 percent of persons aged 75 and older have at
least one form of disability.

Public input suggested one of the major barriers to the development of
affordable housing options in the City was the Not In My Back Yard (NIMBY)
mentality in the City.

The fair housing survey and public input indicated a lack of collaboration
among agencies to support fair housing.

12,000 studentsin undergraduateand graduateprograms,including the William H. Bowen School
of Law. In addition, Little Rock is the home of the University of ArkansasClinton School of Public
Service as well as Philander Smith College and ArkansasBaptist College, two historically black
collegesthat are leading exciting revitalization initiatives in their surrounding areas.™*

Goodwill Industries of Arkansas has three (3) programs that provide education and training
opportunities.

Little Rockis
very close to the national averagein both categories,but we still need to strive to excel above the
average. Thisis very evident since the pandemic of COVID-19 with the closing of schools,colleges,
universities,and more people working from home.

Describe the needfor increasedcompetition by having more than one broadband Internet
service provider servethe jurisdiction.

While there are a number of broadband service providersin Little Rock, there is a continued need
for competition to promote affordability and accessaswell aschoice, in the community. According
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to the Information Technology and Innovation Foundation, competition is a crucial component of
broadbandpolicy in that it pressuresprovidersto be efficient and innovative.**

The City of Little Rock has twenty-two (22) internet providers with eleven (11) of those offering
residentialservice.Thereare nineteen (19) internet providersthat provide businessservice. The City
is alsoservedby atleastfive (5) mobile providers: AT&T, Verizon, Sprint, Cricket, and T-Mobile. The
averagelocation in the City hasthree (3) providers at a given location, or precisely 3.94 internet
providers in each censusblock area. Only 2.36% of the Ci t popuktion have one (1) or fewer

options for broadband service.

The impact of these severe weather
incidences may have impacts on critical infrastructure as well as loss of personal property and life.
These impacts my include dam and levee failures, as well as destruction to buildings, roads, and
other vital infrastructure.

Describe the vulnerability to theserisks of housingoccupied by low- and moderate-income
householdsbasedon an analysisof data, findings, and methods.

In all of theseincidents, damageor loss sustainedas a result of the disasteris likely to leave low-
income households less likely to have resourcesor accessto resourcesto aid in resiliency and
recovery. The Hazard Mitigation Planby PulaskiCounty identified the following economic, financial,
and health impacts for residents. These impacts may be amplified for leand-moderate income
residents that lack access to other resources.

Economic Residential loss or repair could have an imgct. Businesses also suffer, not only
from the loss of property, but the lack of customers during the flood and for a while during
recovery. Farmers also suffer from the loss of their crops.

Financial Some residents who do not carry flood insurance suffe great financial hardship.
Those who do not have insurance get help with the cleanp, but some costs may still come
out of pocket. Towns and cities that are impacted by flood carry the financial burden of fixing
the public buildings, roads and other stuctures damaged by the flood waters. People who
are impacted by the flood may also lose wages because the business they work for suffered
damages or they are unable to get to work.

Health- Flood waters can also damage the health of those living and worlg in the area.
Because flood waters can wash dangerous waste into water supplies, tap water may become

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unsafe to use if the local authorities do not issue a boil advisory warning everyone to boil
water before ingesting it. Mold is also likely to grow in ftomes and other buildings that were
engulfed by the flood waters.

A flood can also contribute to other heak problems from human waste that contaminates
the ground.

The City will usea combination of public and private funding to carry out affordablehousingactivities
during the period coveredby this Plan. All applicationsfor funding may require an equity investment
in the projects by the applicant, and most projects may also require funding from local financial
institutions.

In the development of affordable housing by non-profit organizations, such as Community
Development Corporations (CDC) and Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDO),
the fundsreceivedfrom City may be consideredgapfinancing. They may haveto apply for additional
funds to complete their projects. Other sourcesof funding have been provided by FederalHome
Loan Bank, ArkansasDevelopment Finance Authority, areabanks,and private donations.

The City hasin the pastand may continue to make available funding from its Affordable HOME
Programfor usein construction of affordablehomesfor saleto low-income personsand families. All
program income, resulting from the sale of the homes, is utilized for further affordable housing
development. When leveragedwith other existing funds, this resourceis a valuable component of
the City's plan to provide an increasedsupply of quality affordable housing.

Match fund requirementsfor the HOME Programwill be provided by land, private financing, and
non-cashcontributions from special needsprojectsfunded in-part by the City in an amount equal to

25% of the 2021 HOME allocation lessadministration. The total non-cashcontribution is a result of
the direct costsof social/professionalservicesprovided to residentsof HOME-assistedunits. In April

2020, HUD allowed PJsto requesta waiver for the reduction of the match contribution to areas
affectedby COVID-19 for FY 2020 and FY 2021. The City hasrequestedthis waiver.

The missionof the Land Bank Commissionis to reverseblight, increasehome ownership and stability
of property values, provide affordable housing, improve the health and safety of neighborhoods
within the City of Little Rock, and maintain the architectural fabric of the community through study,
acquisition, and disposition of vacant, abandoned, tax delinquent, and City lien properties while
collaborating with citizens, neighborhoods, developers, non-profit organizations and other
governmentalagencies.ln 2012, CDBG fundsin the amount of $133,170 were awardedto the Land
Bank Commissionto facilitate the redevelopmentof the properties.

The City owns severalfacilities that are usedto addressthe needsidentified in the plan. They are the
Willie Hinton Neighborhood ResourceCenter,Martin Luther King LegacyCenter, Nathaniel W. Hill
Community Complex, Ottenheimer Community and Therapeutic Center, and Jericho Way Day
ResourceCenter.

TheWillie Hinton Neighborhood ResourceCenterand Martin Luther King LegacyCenterare located
in alow/mod areaand provide a variety of public serviceactivities to low-income residents.Health
care services through CHI St. Vincent Health System are provided at the Nathaniel W. Hill
Community Complex. The clinic is a long-standing beneficiary of CDBG funding to provide health
and dental servicesfor low-income individuals and families.
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The Ottenheimer Community and TherapeuticCenterunder the City's Parkand RecreationDivision
was completedin 2012 with CDBG funding. The new building includes spacesfor recreationaswell
as computer and cooking use by the community. It is also the home for the City's Therapeutic
RecreationDivision for people with disabilities.

The Centerworks to identify and provide servicesfor thosein need

with an ultimate goal of transitioning individuals out of homelessness. The Center provides food,

clothing, showers, laundry services, health services,and transportation. Clients also can access
individual casemanagementcomputersand internet, mail services housingreferrals,job counseling

and a place to retreatfrom the elements.

The City hasover sixty (60) parksand recreationalareas,along with walking and bicycling trails. The
community and recreationcentersarestrategicallylocated around the city. Themissionof the centers
is to provide the citizens and visitors of Little Rock accessiblerecreational program opportunities,
experiences and activities which promote active living, health and wellness, socialization, self
esteem,growth and achievement.

Discussion

The City hasallocated approximately $3.2 million from the CDBG, HOME, and HOPWA, programs
for the FY2021 programyear. Thesefundswill be usedoperatearangeof private and public services
asdescribedlater in the Annual Action Plan.

In addition, for FY 2021 the City will receive $2.6 million from the HOME Investment Partnership
Program - American Rescue Plan (HOMERP). The four eligible uses are the production or
preservation of affordable housing, tenadbased rental assistance, supportive services, and the
purchase or development of norcongregate shelter.

The 2021 Housing and Community Development Surveyfound that the top barriersto affordable
housing include the Not in My Back Yard (NIMBY) mentality, lack of property maintenance code
enforcement, lack of street lighting, and cost of materials. Interviews with the City Planning
Department indicated that the City does not have any policies in the zoningrdinance or regulations

in the Planning & Development Department to encourage the development of affordable housing
units. However, the City does consider zoning request on a case by case basis as a means of
increasing affordable housing.

Justification

African American and Hispanic households have moderate to high levels of
segregation, according to the Dissimilarity Index. American Indian, Native
Hawaiian, and fiothero race househol ¢
segregation. However, these racial groups represent a small percentage of

the population, less than one percent each.

Low poverty index is markedly lower for African American and Hispanic
populations than white low poverty access, indicating inequitable access to
low poverty areas. In addition, there are concentrations of poverty in central
Little Rock.

African American and Hispanic households have less access to labor market
engagement as indicated by the Access to Opportunity index. However, the
City has little control over impacting labor market engagement on a large
scale.

African American and Hispanic households have lower levels of access to
proficient schools in Little Rock. This also varied geographically with school
proficiency index ratings that were lower in central Little Rock.

Some 31.5 percent of households have cost burdens. This is more significant
for renter households, of which 45.2 percent have cost burdens. This signifies
a lack of housing options that are affordable to a large proportion of the
population.

The average rate of housing problems, according to CHAS data is 33.1
percent, according to CHAS data. African American households face housing
problems at a rate of 43.0 percent. Hispanic households face housing
problems at a rate of 43.5 percent.

The mortgage denial rates for African American and Hispanic applicants are
higher than the jurisdiction average according to 2008-2019 HMDA data. The
denial rates for African American applicants are 11.6 percentage points higher
than the jurisdiction average, and Hispanic denial rates were 8.3 percentage
points higher than non-Hispanic applicants.

The number of accessible affordable units may not meet the need of the
growing elderly and disabled population, particularly as the population
continues to age. Some 50.7 percent of persons aged 75 and older have at
least one form of disability.

Public input suggested one of the major barriers to the development of
affordable housing options in the City was the Not In My Back Yard (NIMBY)
mentality in the City.

Our House, homelessnesgrevention program known as Central ArkansasFamily Stability Institute
(CAFSI)providesintensive casemanagementsupportive services,and limited assistancdunds. This
is the ninth year of the program and it is made possible through partnershipwith the University of
Arkansasfor Medical Sciences and the generoussupport of the SubstanceAbuse and Mental Health
ServicesAdministration, Heart of ArkansasUnited Way, Siemerlnstitute for Family Stability, and the
W.K. Kellogg Foundation. The program continuesto have a high succesgate.

St. FrancisHouse's Veterans Program provides transitional housing for homelessVeteranshaving
difficulties re-entering society. Veterans can also assesstheir Supportive Servicesfor Veterans
FamiliesProgram. Both programsare funded by the US Departmentof VeteransAffairs.

The City haspartneredwith the Institute of Global Homelessnessasa part of an initiative that strives
to end streethomelessnesdy 2030. The Ci t igitfalsgoal was to reduce streethomelessnessy
25% in Ward 1 by 2020. The goal hasexpandedto include Ward 2 and Ward 3. Now, Little Rock
islof13”° v a n gaiatraddthegsecondcity in the United Statesto partnerwith the Institute.

Helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially
extremely low-income individuals and families and those who are: being discharged from
publicly funded institutions and systemsof care (such as health care facilities, mental
health facilities, foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections programs and
institutions); or, receiving assistancefrom public or private agenciesthat addresshousing,
health, social services,employment, education, or youth needs.

Metropolitan Housing Alliance (MHA) and Conway Housing Authority were awarded HUD's
Mainstream Housing Choice Vouchers to assist non-elderly persons with disabilities that are
transitioning out of institutions, at risk of institutionalization, or atrisk or experiencinghomelessness.

The City of Little Rock Housing and Neighborhood ProgramsDepartment, as the Collaborative
Applicant for the Central ArkansasContinuum of Care, applies annually for aContinuum of Care
Planning Grant. The Planning Gr a nobjéctve is to increasethe continuum of c a r a&bilitg to
function asdefined by the Departmentof Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

St aKey ébjsctive is to provide assistance coordination and staff support between CATCH and
other stakeholdersin the designof a cohesivenetwork of quality servicesto homelesspopulationsin
central Arkansas.

The City's Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Program helps prevent homelessnessby allowing
homeowners who are low-income personsto receive assistanceto remain in their homes once
renovated. CDBG and HOME Programfunds will be utilized to implement this program.

CATCH has several discharge policies to coordinate community-wide assistanceto addressyouth
aging out of foster care, persons exiting health care and mental health institutions, and persons
dischargedfrom correctional institutions.

Actions to addressLBPhazardsand increaseaccessto housing without LBP hazards

The City2 @olicy requires lead-based paint testing to be conducted on all rehabilitated projects
funded by the City. Safeguardsare in place to ensurethat all new construction funded by the City is
free of lead-basedpaint hazards.Pertinent Community Development staffhave attendedtraining for
LeadBasedPaint Inspector, Risk Assessor SafeWork Practices,and LeadBasedPaint Supervisory.
The City has sponsoredtraining for abatementworkers of lead-based paint abatementcompanies,
provides training to its contractorson safework practicesand LeadBasedPaint Supervisorytraining.
The City continues to provide information about leaebased safety to residents and offers information
about abatement and mitigation.

How are the actions listed above related to the extent of lead poisoning and hazards?

The effectivenessof the programs operated by Little Rock work through the City's housing
rehabilitation programs. Theseprogramsprovide rehabilitation work on some of the oldest housing
stockin the city, which is typically in the worst condition and most likely to have lead-based paint
hazards. To the extent that lead-based paint hazardsare found in the older housing stock, these
programsaddressthe issuedirectly.

How are the actions listed above integrated into housing policies and procedures?
Little Rock performsvisual inspectionsof housing units included in their housing programs. Where
defective paint is observed, surfacesare prepped and repainted, following abatementguidelines

provided by HUD. All rehabilitation and down-payment assistanceprogramsinclude provisions
requiring that all painted surfacesbe in good condition.

of poverty. The City's affordable housing programs reduce housing costs for its beneficiaries,
preservinga household'slimited resourcesfor other pressingexpenditures.The City will continue to
engagein activities that increase access to housing options, as well as services and economic
development opportunities that help lift families out of poverty. These programs are designed to help
fill gaps in services and housing options that households in poverty face.

Activities to reduce the number of poverty-level families will center around strengtheningexisting
collaborations and seekingnew ways to partner with agenciesand organizationsthat work directly
with poverty-level householdsto provide intervention and assistance services. Such servicesmay
include providing housing assistance and additional affordable housing options, as well as providing
vital public services to help support households facing poverty. These activitiessal include
economic development and job training to help establish selfufficiency and decrease the need for
continued assistance.

The City will continue to notify such agenciesof funding opportunities to enable them to continue
providing and/or expandingtheir services.

Given the Ci t lymitesl financial resourcesand that the majority of f a ¢ taffecthgaf ami | y 3 s
poverty-level statusaretypically beyond the control of City policies, the extentto which the proposed
strategieswill reduce and/or assistin reducing the number of poverty-level families is difficult to

gauge. Community Development will continue to work with the community to addressdeficiencies
