BACKGROUND 

 

The project area lies northwest of I-430, between the Cantrell 

Rd. exit and the Arkansas River bridge. The park can be 

accessed by vehicle via Cantrell Rd. to River Mountain Rd. The 

Arkansas River Trail connects to the park property just east of 

the project site, which is immediately east of the Little 

Maumelle River Boat Launch, and north of the parking lot. 

River Mountain Park, located at the north end of River 

Mountain Road, provides convenient boat access to the Little
