as McLarty Ford was the lowest of two (2) responsive bidders and, 18 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE CITY 19 

OF LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS; 20 

Section 1. The City Manager is authorized to enter into a contract with MNLRF, LLC doing business 21 

as Mark McLarty Ford, in the amount of Sixty-One Thousand, Four Hundred Ninety-Nine Dollars 22 

($61,499.00), plus applicable taxes and taxes, for the purchase of one (1) 2026 Ford Transit-350 Cargo Van. 23 

 Section 2. Funds for this purchase are available in Little Rock Police Department’s Grant funded 24 

Account No. 2705829-72300-GS2P2330.  25 

Section 3. Severability.  In the event any title, section, paragraph, item, sentence, clause, phrase, or 26 

word of this resolution is declared or adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional, such declaration or 27 

adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of the resolution which shall remain in full force and 28 

effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged invalid or unconstitutional were not originally a part of the 29 

resolution.
